	LESSON OVERVIEW

	The class will be reading the “Don’t Let The Penguin…” book series that focuses on the different types of sentences.  The class will work together to build an anchor chart differentiating sentence types.  As the class reads through the books together, they will locate each type of sentence in the text.  They will then be asked to write an example of each type of sentence in their reading journals.  The class will practice the skills they learned through an interactive white board activity. The class will make their own pigeons out of construction paper.  The class will be divided into groups of four and will each write an example of one sentence type specified in a speech bubble.  The students will then cut out their speech bubbles and share their sentences with the class.  Their work will be displayed in the hallway for the entire school to see.

An Essential Question encourages students to put forth more effort when faced with complex, open-ended, challenging, meaningful and authentic questions.

	Students will be shown the silly “Don’t Let Pigeon Drive The Bus” video and will be asked about the story. The students will then be given the instruction on punctuation and types of sentences and will be asked to read through the story again and identify sentence types.

	Direct Instruction: Throughout the week the class will be reading the “Don’t Let The Pigeon…” book series and focus on identifying the different types of sentences.  Each day, the class will watch the video readings of “Don’t Let The Pigeon…” and will be asked about the pigeons behaviors.  The first day the instructor will present the different type of sentences and punctuation through a PowerPoint presentation and educational videos. The instructor will begin reading through the book again, asking and pointing out the different types of sentences in the story.

	“We Do”: The class will work together to build an anchor chart differentiating sentence types.  After the first day of instruction, the class will read through the books as a group and locate each type of sentence in the text. The class will also practice the skills they learned through interactive white board activities in which their peers will indicate agreement or disagreement with their answers based on “thumbs up” or “thumbs down” assessment. 
“You Do”: The class will be asked to write an example of each type of sentence in their reading journals every day. The students will be split into three groups to do stations with worksheets, computers, and guided instruction. The last activity of the day will be an online assessment in which students must answer questions about the topic quickly to indicate understanding.



	CLOSURE
	Reflection / Wrap-Up

Summarizing, Reminding, Reflecting, Restating, Connecting

	The last day of instruction will be an activity in which students make their own pigeons out of construction paper.  The class will be divided into groups of four and will each write an example of one sentence type specified in a speech bubble.  The students will then cut out their speech bubbles and share their sentences with the class.  Their work will be displayed in the hallway for the entire school to see.
